The meeting was called to order at 7.36 PM.

No Minutes were presented for the meeting of June 22, 2009.
Solar trash compactor.

Denise displayed information on the Big Belly solar trash compactor; see also bigbellysolar.com. She reported that the Chamber of Commerce was very interested in having one on Main Street and advertising on it. The advertising fees can more than pay for the leasing costs of $75 per month. A recycling unit can be added.
Larry will research costs of leasing, purchase after lease, and insurance. Jos will check about signage regulations. We also need to know the size of the advertising panel and cost of printing the panels.

Air barrier assessment.

Larry Harmon will do his assessment of the building envelopes and air leakage at Town Hall on Thursday, October 8 at 9 AM. If time allows he will also assess the Community House and Swift House, in that order. Denise will be present, and Tom Sawyer is planning to attend. Anybody else is welcome too. Denise will invite reporters from Stoneforge Chronicles, The Litchfield County Times and the Lakeville Journal. She will take photos herself. Denise will arrange for payment to Larry Harmon with Karren Garrity.

The town has just been awarded a $200,000 renovation grant for the Community House. Denise is meeting with the first selectman and the building committee to try to steer more of that money towards energy efficiency improvements, based on Larry Harmon’s recommendations.

Jos reported that the unusually high energy usage of the Swift House published in the Carbon Footprint report is erroneous. The numbers given were in actuality the usage of the Templeton Farms Nutrition Center. Swift House’s energy usage was much lower and more reasonable. He informed Karren Garrity of the mixup.

The next meeting of the CAEG has been scheduled for Monday October 26 at 7.30 PM in Town Hall.

The meeting was adjourned at 8.25 PM.
