The sub-committee discussing recycling met at the Kent Town Hall on June 18th, 2009 at 7pm. Those in attendance were: Selectman Vince LaFontan, Chris Garrity, and Ken Cooper. There was no public comment.  The committee discussed information gathered by committee members on recycling.  The committee also discussed in detail the draft "Kent Transfer Station User Contract" that C. Garrity developed.  K. Cooper suggested that the Contract be broken down into two documents:  The first being the actual contract, the second being the rules (the contract refers to the second document, clearly defining the rules of using the transfer station, including items accepted, not accepted and other helpful information.)  C. Garrity stated that he would revise the documents for the next meeting.  The Committee discussed the following items and decided that V. LaFontan would ask HRRA and committee member D. Dunleavy to review said items to see if they will be accepted or not accepted at the new transfer station:  Antifreeze, Auto Fluids, Oil Based Paints, Stains, Thinners. Strippers, Glues, Polishes, Hazardous Cleaners, Pesticides, herbicides, solvents, degreasers, Batteries (rechargable).  The committee also discussed researching other local recycling centers bulky waste price lists and ways that revenue is collected for bulky waste.  C. Garrity stated he would do this research.  K. Cooper also stated that it was important to recommend a date (in the committee's final report) for the transfer stations transition to clear garbage bags.   No action taken.  The meeting ended at 8pm.
